Each chapter from the textbook can be summarised using the templates on pages 2 and 3. 
Further worked examples can be made using the templates on pages 4 and 5.
These can then be kept safe in a display book and worked on throughout the year and be bound when it’s finished at the end of the year (Places such as Officeworks can provide this service) so that it meets VCAA bound reference book requirements. The loose pages can also be easily scanned to create a digital version/backup.

This page is intended to be the summary of the current chapter including  an overview of the chapter, relevant formulas and how to apply the new knowledge
Page 3
If a chapter requires more in-depth explanation of new content, this page provides more space to go through explanations of the chapters content
It’s intended to be used in addition to page 2
Page 4
Structured space for small, worked examples including prompts to highlight key words and to identify specifically what the question is asking for you to solve
Page 5
The same as page 4 but for longer and more complicated questions by providing significantly more space
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
